Beit Skaria village is located south west Bethlehem 9
kilometers from its city center. It is bordered by Nahalin
village to the north, Al-Jab’ah and Surif to the west, Beit
Ummer and Al-Aroub to the south and Beit Fujjar and
Um Salmona to the east. Beit Sakaria is located amid a
cluster of settlements called Gush Etzion, which are
built on the village lands. The citizens of the village
continuously suffer from the Israeli government’s
suffocating policies that prevent them from practicing
their normal life and deprive them of building houses
that shelter them and their children while they currently
live in dwellings with ceilings made of zinc and walls of
bricks, which are hot in summer and very cold in winter.
The village of Beit Skaria is well known of its fertile soil
making it famous for growing grapes, almond, thyme,
sage and some vegetables.
